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Comment: All waste are placed on designated bins, sorted and collected for proper disposal by a Suez, third party contractor.
Visy Board collected and recycled all cardboard & corrugated boxes.
Records are available in Finance. 
From previous years report (point 2) we have optimized packaging designs and cannot do any other modifications.  The material used on all packaging are also the least specifications that will fit the intended use.
